he Club Shamrock 30 built by Southcoast Boat Works Ltd. to a Ron Holland design. White
GRP hull and superstructure with grey anti-slip deck surfaces. Lead fin keel. Wheel
steering to spade hung rudder. Aft self-draining cockpit. 'Orion' has undergone constant
upgrades in her current ownership from 1998 onwards, all work being carried out to a high
standard.
